Subj:  HOUSING RESIDENT ENERGY CONSERVATION PROGRAM

1.  With the intent to promote stewardship of our resources and environment through awareness, personal responsibility, and education, MCAS Yuma and Lincoln Military Housing (LMH) are moving forward with a plan to increase awareness and conservation of utility consumption in our neighborhoods.  The resident energy conservation program executes a policy directed by the Office of the Secretary of Defense and Commandant of the Marine Corps.  
2.  In order to make you aware of the utilities you are consuming and your consumption habits, LMH will start reading your meter and tracking your usage.  You will be grouped with other homes of similar size and type in order to establish a normal utility usage range for your home.  You will start receiving a utility consumption report (mock bill) within the next few months.  This mock bill will show how much electricity you are using each month.  Your utility usage will be compared to others in your grouping and show you if your consumption is above or below the normal usage range.  

3.  The personal responsibility component involves changes in your usage to lower utility consumption and save energy.  The main tool will be the utility consumption report, which will give you an opportunity to adjust your consumption habits so that you fall in the normal usage range or below.  The report will eventually become an actual utility bill; consumption ten percent below the normal usage range receives a credit; consumption more than ten percent above the normal range is billed for the amount outside the normal range.  
4.  The third element of this program is education.  Along with your monthly consumption report, you will receive energy conservation tips and ideas on ways to reduce utility consumption. Individually these energy saving tips result in small savings but collectively they will make a big difference in how much we use in a given month.

5.  MCAS Yuma and LMH are doing their part to reduce energy consumption through energy efficient construction and use of alternate sources of energy generation.
