FAILURE TO CONFORM TO WEIGHT-STANDARDS - 6215

· CO’s endorsement on notification.

· Proper counseling per paragraph 6105 of MARCORSEPMAN.

· Notification of Separation Proceedings.

· Signed copy of BCNR/NDRB.

· Acknowledgment of Rights to be Exercised or Waived.

· At minimum, character statements with recommendations from the following:

· OIC

· SNCOIC

· Any written statements submitted by SNM to CO.

· CO’s endorsement on SNM’s written statement.

· Additional character statements (not mandatory).

· Copy of right side of Service Record Book.

· Copy of DD FORM 1966 (from left side of SRB).

· Updated TBIR, TBTR, TROS, AWDS pages from 3270.

· Sqdn/BnCO’s statement, which MUST include evidence of other administrative or disciplinary action that failed to improve SNM’s performance.

· Copy of qualified medical officer’s certification that SNM’s overweight condition is NOT a result of pathological or organic conditions (See Sample Letter on next page).

· Copy of weight control program documentation, up-to-date weight charts and weight graphs.

· Current photos of Marine in complete PT gear only. (Photos cannot be over 60 days old).  Include SNM’s name, present weight, body fat, and date of photo.

· Supporting documents

· TAMP/TAP certificate (or at least documentation showing SNM has been scheduled and the dates)  ** Wing requires this information on non-misconduct packages. **
· A page 11 entry signed by the Sqnd/BnCO counseling SNM that upon approval of discharge, he/she will receive a Reenlistment Code of RE-3P.
· Seps physical showing SNM is physically qualified for separation.  ** Wing requires this information on non-misconduct packages. **
Notes:  ** Marines who weigh more at the end of assignment than at the beginning or who have little net loss of weight have failed to make a reasonable effort and are NOT eligible for separation under par 6215.  Refer to CMC guidance and par 6206, Unsat Performance.  In these cases, Marines should receive a 6105 counseling for unsatisfactory performance while assigned to the weight control and/or body composition program.
