In an effort to simplify the request process for using Specialized Ordnance in MCAS Yuma-controlled ranges, the following procedures are established:

1.  Specialized Ordnance WDZ profiles have been created by the Range Safety Officer and added to the MCAS Yuma RFMSS Library to standardize Special Ordnance requests.  Units will NOT be required to submit a JDAM/Missile Firing Form for Specialized Ordnance employment when using a WDZ profile found in the MCAS Yuma RFMSS Library.

2.  Using units shall identify all specialized ordnance to be utilized on MCAS Yuma-controlled ranges in their training requests submitted in RFMSS.

3.  Using units seeking to employ specialized ordnance when submitting a training request in RFMSS shall enter in the “Communications Tab” the following statement:  "All ordnance releases will be IAW approved WDZ profiles provided in the MCAS Yuma RFMSS Library."

4.  The above statement in the “Communication Tab” will alleviate the need for units to submit a JDAM Request Form or a Missile Firing Request Form if intended to be used in MCAS Yuma-controlled ranges and it is located in the MCAS Yuma RFMSS Library.

5.  If a unit requests to release outside of the approved parameters found in the MCAS Yuma RFMSS Library, a waiver shall be submitted to Range Safety 5 days in advance of the live fire training event.  The Range Safety Officer shall review the waiver and create a WDZ profile to ensure the Specialized Ordnance can be employed safely in MCAS Yuma Impact Areas.
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
