Following the flight line display, visitors will board the buses and head to the Memorial Sports 
Complex to see Marines in action as they demonstrate their hand-to-hand combat skills and 
complete a Combat Fitness Test, an annual requirement in the Marine Corps. 
 
Buses will depart on a staggered schedule from 8:30 a.m. to 11 a.m.  
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Photography and video is permitted throughout the tour, unless otherwise noted. Refreshments 
and Marine Corps memorabilia will be available for purchase. Bathrooms are available 
throughout the tour at the parking lot, flight line display, and Memorial Sports Complex. 
 
The final public tour for the season is scheduled for Tues., Feb. 11.  
The public is also invited to attend the 2014 MCAS Yuma Airshow and Open House on March 
15.
