Expenditure and Supersonic Flights 
Chocolate Mountain Aerial Gunnery Range
Imperial and Riverside Counties, California


The U.S. Marine Corps (USMC) has prepared an Environmental Assessment/Finding of No Significant Impact (EA/FONSI) for the proposed elimination of schedule restrictions on the delivery of high explosive (HE) ordnance at existing targets within the Chocolate Mountain Aerial Gunnery Range (CMAGR), and the authorization of supersonic flight in the existing airspace overlying the CMAGR in Imperial and Riverside counties, California (CA). Pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969, as amended (42 United States Code §§ 4321-4370h), the USMC gives notice that an Environmental Impact Statement is not required. 

Under the Proposed Action, the USMC will eliminate self-imposed schedule restrictions on the delivery of HE ordnance at existing targets within the CMAGR. The USMC will also authorize supersonic flight in the existing airspace overlying the CMAGR. The USMC will not increase the quantity or magnitude of HE ordnance usage, nor will the USMC change the existing target configuration or facilities, flight operations, or airspace managed by Marine Corps Air Station Yuma.
