3.   Enforcement is the promotion of mishap prevention by deterring dangerous and irresponsible behavior on the part of drivers, operators; and pedestrians. Regional and individual bases will enact a firm and impartial policy of traffic law enforcement. A well-balanced education program with follow on sustainment training is essential to deter violations and prevent mishaps. Policy and implementation of traffic policy, law enforcement, and disciplinary action will be included in the Inspector General inspections. Each Marine Corps activity will establish and maintain a system for traffic law enforcement as appropriate for the activity's size and resources.

Consequence: A 1–year revocation is mandatory on conviction.

Chapter 2


Driving Privileges


2–4. Suspension or revocation of driving or privately owned vehicle registration privileges


(3) Immediate suspension of installation or overseas command POV driving privileges pending resolution of an intoxicated driving incident is authorized for active duty military personnel, family members, retired members of the military services, DOD civilian personnel, and others with installation or overseas command driving privileges, regardless of the geographic location of the intoxicated driving incident. Suspension is authorized for non–DOD affiliated civilians only with respect to incidents occurring on the installation or in areas subject to military traffic supervision. After a review of available information as specified in paragraph 2–6, installation driving privileges will be immediately suspended pending resolution of the intoxicated driving accident in the following circumstances:


(a) Refusal to take or complete a lawfully requested chemical test to determine contents of blood for alcohol or other drugs.


(b) Operating a motor vehicle with a blood alcohol content (BAC) of 0.08 percent by volume (0.08 grams per 100 milliliters) or higher or in violation of the law of the jurisdiction that is being assimilated on the military installation.


(c) Operating a motor vehicle with a BAC of 0.05 percent by volume but less than 0.08 percent blood alcohol by volume in violation of the law of the jurisdiction in which the vehicle is being operated if the jurisdiction imposes a suspension solely on the basis of the BAC level (as measured in grams per 100 milliliters).


(d) On an arrest report or other official documentation of the circumstances of an apprehension for intoxicated driving.

2–4. Suspension or revocation of driving or privately owned vehicle registration privileges


b. Revocation.


(3) Driving privileges will be revoked for a mandatory period of not less than 1 year in the following circumstances:


(a) The installation commander or designee has determined that the person lawfully apprehended for driving under the influence refused to submit to or complete a test to measure the alcohol content in the blood, or detect the presence of any other drug as required by the law of the jurisdiction or installation traffic code or by Service directive.


(b) A conviction, nonjudicial punishment, or a military or civilian administrative action resulting in the suspension or revocation of driver’s license for intoxicated driving. Appropriate official documentation of such conviction is required as the basis for revocation.


(10) For revocation actions under paragraph 2–4b(3) for intoxicated driving, the revocation is mandatory on conviction or other findings that confirm the charge. (Pleas of nolo contendere are considered equivalent to guilty pleas.)


(a) Revocations are effective as of the date of conviction or other findings that confirm the charges. Test refusal


revocations will be in addition to any other revocation incurred during a hearing. Hearing authority will determine if revocations for multiple offenses will run consecutively or concurrently taking into consideration if offenses occurred on same occasion or different times, dates. The exception is that test refusal will be one year automatic revocation in addition to any other suspension.


(b) The notice that revocation is automatic may be placed in the suspension letter. If it does not appear in the suspension letter, a separate letter must be sent and revocation is not effective until receipt of the written notice.


(c) Revocations cancel any full or restricted driving privileges that may have been restored during suspension and the resolution of the charges. Requests for restoration of full driving privileges are not authorized.

This includes talking on phones, using listening devices (e.g., iPods) I using or performing any form of texting, using computers, or actively programming navigational systems while the vehicle is in motion (in drive or in gear).


a. The use of listening devices, cell phones, or computers while operating a motor vehicle masks or prevents the recognition of traffic signals, emergency signals, alarms, announcements, the approach of emergency response vehicles and human speech.


b. Command guidance shall address all distractions of safe motor vehicle operation. Marine Corps personnel, while driving any vehicle whether or not on official Government business, are prohibited from using Government supplied electronic equipment for text messaging or other hand-held uses unless the vehicle is safely parked. This includes law enforcement use of in-car mobile data terminals and other in-car electronic devices other than fixed two-way communications.


c. Marine Corps personnel shall not use any cell phone without a hands free device when operating any motor vehicle on any Marine Corps installation. Each Marine is responsible to ensure strict compliance to local, state jurisdiction for rules and regulations pertaining to cell phone use while driving outside of the installation.


d. Whenever possible, all activities that detract from attentive driving will be conducted only when the vehicle is safely parked.


e. Government motor vehicle operators shall not use cell phones or text while driving.

a. Failure of motor vehicle occupant(s) to use protective devices, (e.g. seatbelts) shall be enforced by local law enforcement personnel as a primary traffic violation. Each Marine Corps organization regulating motor vehicle operating privileges shall establish procedures for applicable mandatory administrative or disciplinary action, to include suspension of motor vehicle operating privileges on Marine Corps installations and in areas subject to military traffic supervision. All Marine Corps personnel, active duty, reserve, civilian, on- or off-duty, while on any installation whenever operating or riding in any motor vehicle equipped with approved occupant restraint devices (lap and shoulder belts, gunner restraints, passenger restraints) shall wear these devices when the vehicle is in motion.


Installation commanders shall establish local written policy on the wearing of Modular Tactical Vests and helmets for personnel (drivers, operators, passengers) while riding in and or operating any tactical vehicle for any movement. The vehicle operator shall be responsible for informing all passengers of the safety belt requirement.


b. The senior occupant of any vehicle shall be responsible for ensuring seatbelt enforcement and will not permit the operation of any vehicle until all passengers are wearing the restraint system specified for the type of vehicle. If the senior occupant cannot be ascertained, the driver shall be responsible for enforcement. This requirement does not apply to passengers riding in buses not equipped with safety belts or mandate vehicles manufactured prior to 1968 be retrofitted with safety belts.


17. Minimum Penalty Requirements. Minimum penalties for failure to wear seatbelts on a Marine Corps installation are in addition to standard local ticketing policies: first violation, a 30-day suspension of all base driving privileges (includes POVs and GOVs) plus attendance at an approved remedial drivers improvement class; second violation, a six-month suspension of all driving privileges; and third violation, a one (1) year suspension of all base driving privileges.
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4-8 Parking


c. Illegal parking contributes to congestion and slows traffic flow on an installation. Strong enforcement of parking restrictions results in better use of available parking facilities and eliminates conditions causing traffic accidents.


d. The “Denver boot” device is authorized for use as a technique to assist in the enforcement of parking violations where immobilization of the POV is necessary for safety. Under no circumstances should the device be used to punish or “teach a lesson” to violators. Booting should not be used if other reasonably effective but less restrictive means of enforcement (such as warnings, ticketing, reprimands, revocations, or suspensions of on–post driving privileges) are available. Procedures for booting must be developed as listed below.


(1) Local…All parking violations must be clearly outlined in the installation traffic code.


2–4. Suspension or revocation of driving or privately owned vehicle registration privileges


a. Suspensions


1.  Driving …..Driving privileges may also be suspended for up to 6 months if a driver continually violates installation parking regulations. The commander will determine standards for suspension based on frequency of parking violations and publish those standards.

b. Clear zones will be established around all AA&E restricted area perimeter fencing. Clear zones will extend a minimum of 20 feet on the outside and 30 feet on the inside.


c. Parking within a designated clear zone is strictly prohibited for all government and privately owned vehicles.


2–4. Suspension or revocation of driving or privately owned vehicle registration privileges


a. Suspensions


1.  Driving …..Any vehicle parked without authorization in an area restricted due to force protection measures may subject the driver to immediate suspension by the installation commanding officer. Vehicle will be towed at the owner’s and/or operator’s expense.

g. Privately owned vehicles are prohibited from entering all flight lines, and all restricted areas within the flight line.


h. Flight line perimeter clear zones will be designed to ensure that the required standoff is provided and clear zones maintained. This includes POV parking areas.

3009. PARKING OF PRIVATELY OWNED VEHICLES (POV)


1. Vehicle parking is prohibited within 33 feet of any inhabited structure or 82 feet from billeting and primary gathering places in order to minimize danger in the event of fire or explosion. Privately owned vehicles will not be parked in Level Two and Three restricted areas or within 33 feet of doorways leading into or from buildings primarily used for the repair, rework, storage, packaging or shipping of government material and supplies. Commands must ensure that parking restrictions are addressed in MILCON and renovations projects as outlined in AT and FP orders and directives. Management of the parking assignments is not a function of the security officer.


2. At activities where parking is allowed inside Level One restricted areas, parking areas will be located away from Level Two and Three restricted areas and separately fenced in such a manner that occupants of vehicles must pass through an access control point prior to entering the actual restricted area.


�ARS 28-955.01. Motorcycles; noise level equipment; unauthorized equipment


A. A person shall not operate or as an owner permit the operation of a motorcycle in this state that is not equipped with the manufacturer's original muffler or other original noise reduction equipment or with a replacement muffler or replacement noise reduction equipment capable of reducing the noise levels below the maximum operating noise levels established by the department pursuant to section 28-955.02. 


B. A person shall not use a muffler cutout, bypass or similar device on a motorcycle operated in this state. 


28-955.02. Motorcycle noise level rules


A. The department shall establish by rule maximum operating noise levels for motorcycles operated in this state.


B. The rules shall:


1. Provide for varying maximum operational noise levels for motorcycles, categorized by year of manufacture and speed of operation of the motorcycle.


2. Be based on noise reduction levels achieved by reasonable and prudent operation of a motorcycle and proper maintenance of the noise reduction equipment. 


28-941. Multiple beam road lighting equipment arrangement


4. A person shall not operate a motor vehicle with a colored transparent or translucent substance or material installed, affixed or applied on or in front of the head lamps, the auxiliary driving lamp or the auxiliary passing lamp or combinations of the head lamps, driving lamp or passing lamp that would obstruct, reduce or interfere with the visibility or effectiveness of the head lamps or that would change the color of light emitted. This paragraph does not prohibit the placement of clear transparent material mounted in front of the head lamps, fog lamps or auxiliary driving lamps.

�ARS 28-958.01. Rear fender splash guards


A. A person shall not operate a truck, trailer, semitrailer or bus on a highway unless the vehicle is equipped with rear fender splash guards that comply with the specifications provided in this section.


B. The splash guards:


1. Shall be attached in a manner that prevents the splashing of mud or water on the windshield of other motor vehicles.


2. Shall extend to a length of not more than eight inches from the ground.


3. Shall be wide enough to cover the full tread or treads of the tires being protected.


4. Shall be installed close enough to the tread surface of the tire or wheel to control the side throw of the bulk of the thrown road surface material.


5. May be constructed of a flexible rubberized material.


6. Shall be attached in a manner that, regardless of movement either in the splash guards or the vehicle, the splash guards retain their general parallel relationship to the tread surface of the tire or wheel under all ordinary operating conditions.


C. This section does not apply to:


1. A vehicle commonly known as a pickup truck with a manufacturer's gross vehicle weight rating of ten thousand pounds or less, except that this section applies if the pickup truck has been modified from the original bumper height design to raise the center of gravity of the pickup truck.


ARS 28-924. Motor vehicle head lamps


A. A motor vehicle other than a motorcycle, an all-terrain vehicle or a motor driven cycle shall be equipped with at least two head lamps with at least one on each side of the front of the motor vehicle. The head lamps shall comply with the requirements and limitations of this article.


B. A motorcycle, an all-terrain vehicle and a motor driven cycle shall be equipped with at least one and not more than two head lamps that comply with the requirements and limitations of this article.


C. A head lamp on a motor vehicle, including a motorcycle, an all-terrain vehicle and a motor driven cycle, shall be located at a height of not more than fifty-four inches nor less than twenty-two inches to be measured as provided in section 28-923, subsection B. (B. If a requirement is provided in this article for the mounted height of lamps or devices it means from the center of the lamp or device to the level ground on which the vehicle stands when the vehicle is without a load.)

Except for the mandatory minimum or maximum suspension or revocation periods prescribed by table 5–1, the installation commander will establish periods of suspension or revocation. Any revocation based on traffic points must be no less than 6 months. A longer period may be imposed on the basis of a person’s overall driving record considering the frequency, flagrancy, severity of moving violations, and the response to previous driver improvement measures. In all cases, military members must successfully complete a prescribed course in remedial driver training before driving privileges are reinstated.


�I believe that the Motorcycle infractions marked as a Mandatory Traffic Court appearance should stay, due to the fact, it is not always clear cut and there are violations of MCIWest orders and weaving in and out of traffic is dangerous. Driving a motorcycle with no Motorcycle classification is a clear breach of protocol of Marine Corps Orders. All items requiring a Traffic Court appearance would be a safety concern. It has both points and suspension so that the Magistrate can decide what level of adjudication to provide to match the infraction.

Violation: Failure to wear an approved helmet and/or reflectorized vest while operating or riding on a motorcycle, MOPED, or a three or four–wheel vehicle powered by a motorcycle–like engine.

Chapter 4


Motorcycle and All Terrain Vehicle Safety


14. Required Motorcycle Personal Protective Equipment (PPE). The following minimum PPE is mandatory for all persons operating or riding a motorcycle, or when riding as a passenger when on Marine Corps installations, and for all


Marines and military members assigned to Marine Corps commands operating or riding a motorcycle off-installations: helmet, eye protection, hand protection, long sleeve shirt or jacket, leg protection and foot protection.

a. Color and reflectivity requirements applicable to motorcycle operation have been eliminated. There is no requirement to wear a "reflective motorcycle vest" during day or night as well as any quantification of color or reflectivity requirements related to motorcycle outerwear.


�We cannot assess points and revoke someone's driving privileges at the same time.  The variance of both points and possible suspension or possible revocation gives the magistrate a choice.

Chapter 1


7. Program Policy


b. Enforcement. Enforcement is the promotion of mishap prevention by deterring dangerous and irresponsible behavior on the part of drivers, operators; and pedestrians. Regional and individual bases will enact a firm and impartial policy of traffic law enforcement. A well-balanced education program with follow on sustainment training is essential to deter violations and prevent mishaps. Policy and implementation of traffic policy, law enforcement, and disciplinary action will be included in the Inspector General inspections. Each Marine Corps activity will establish and maintain a system for traffic law enforcement as appropriate for the activity's size and resources.
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
